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Purpose:


The purpose of this document is to show the user how to retrieve any stored job (program) from a LogiComm and store it in another LogiComm.

NOTE: This procedure is only valid for LogiComm systems that are version 11.000 or higher.

1. On the LogiComm panel, connect a USB thumb drive to the USB connection at the bottom side of the panel.

2. On the LogiComm panel, go to the Save/Restore System Information screen (System Setup - Screen 1).
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3. Click the Save button to call up the keypad to name your file for storage.
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4. In the Select Storage Type dialog, select Stored Programs and click OK.
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5. In the Save As dialog, verify that the file will be stored on the USB Hard Disk and click OK.
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6. Remove the USB thumb drive and connect it to a PC.

7. On the PC run the Job (Program) Checker. Check the Save as Active Program Files box then browse to the file just stored on your USB thumb drive and click Run Checker. The individual active job (program) .nac files will be stored in the folder with the .nst file. 
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8. If the .nac file is not already on your USB thumb drive, put it there now.

9. Connect the USB thumb drive to the LogiComm panel where you want to store the file.

10. On the LogiComm panel Main Menu, click the Job Files button.

11. Then click the Open Job From USB button and select the new .nac file on your thumb drive.
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
